PURPOSE: 
The City of Sherwood applied for and received a Transportation Growth Management (TGM) grant to update the City’s Transportation System Plan (TSP). The current City TSP was adopted in 2005. The City is seeking to establish a Citizens Advisory Committee (CAC) consisting of ten members representing a broad spectrum of transportation and community concerns. The CAC's mission is to assist the City in updating the TSP by reflecting community values in the recommendations and input on nearly all matters related to the update. This includes attending meetings, workshops, providing comments on materials generated by the consultants and the Technical Advisory Committee (TAC), and helping to identify community transportation concerns. It is anticipated that the selected CAC members will be appointed by the City Council.
TO APPLY:
 Applicants should be able to attend 1 meeting every other month at the City Hall, lasting approximately 2 hours each. (4 meetings are currently anticipated, but applicants must be prepared to meet more as needed to ensure project completion). 
 Be willing to serve for the length of the project (expected to be 9 months)
