The Library & City Hall Civic Building is 10 years old and we're having a 

party to celebrate the community support that made the vision a reality. 

The building, designed by Thomas Hacker Architects and built by 

contractor Howard S. Wright, cost $9.8 million, funded primarily by Urban 

Renewal dollars and sales of city property—including the former Library 

building, a 3,000 square foot facility behind the Marjorie Stewart Center. 

In the ten years since, the Library has grown:  

 The collection size increased 54% from nearly 32,000 items to 

49,000 items.  

 Annual circulation increased 41%, now at nearly 370,000 

checkouts per year.  

 Ten years ago, over 7,000 people attended 211 programs. Today, 

the Library boasts nearly 500 programs a year with 17,000 people 

in attendance.
