WCCLS has created a package that includes several types of E-book readers that can be
checked out by libraries to help familiarize staff with the different devices and how they work so
they can better assist patrons. After Christmas we anticipate lots of questions from patrons with
new devices. WCCLS has also created tutorials to assist patrons and they are available on the
website.

It was noted that E-book renewals default to 7 days unless you change it.
