Other business

Jack asked if then decreased circulation was a county-wide trend. North advised it is county-
wide and nationwide. This is due in part to popularity of E-books. Libraries are not alarmed at
this point.

Councilor Henderson shared that the Sherwood Library staff is small compared to other libraries
in the area of the same size. We have 8.4 FTE while others of similar size have twice that
number. She also noted that she learned that E-books don’t have unlimited usage. So many
uses are allowed and then the E-books have to be paid for again. North noted there is still a
battle between publishers and libraries about what is equitable.

Pat asked if we have considered making Kindles available from the library. North advised there
will be a presentation at the next Policy Group meeting. 3 libraries in the county are already
circulating various E-readers and if their experience is favorable Sherwood may consider adding
E-readers to the collection.
