During its short 125 years of urbanization, Sherwood
has experienced significant growth in both population
and physical size. In 1911, Sherwood’s city limits were
one square mile, and a population of 350. Over the next
century, Sherwood’s population and footprint grew
dramatically as the city attracted newcomers and the
automobile encouraged more dispersed settlement
patterns.

Today, Sherwood’s population is 19,467 and the city
limits have expanded to four and a half square miles,
but the city has managed to maintain the small-town
charm and friendliness that defines this community.
