Support

Develop strategies 
to provide adequate 
infrastructure to 
accelerate and 
support 
employment 
growth, with a focus 
on available 
employment area.

Encourage development of private employment to increase the 
city’s tax base through faster growth of employment than 
housing.
Support business growth in Sherwood to diversify and expand 
commercial and industrial development in order to provide 
employment opportunities and expand the tax base. 
Retain and encourage growth of existing and new businesses in 
Sherwood. Allow and encourage development of commercial 
and industrial areas.

Support growth of businesses that create destinations and 
experiences for residents of Sherwood and visitors to 
Sherwood.
Provide opportunities for workforce development and training 
that meets the needs of new and existing business in Sherwood.

Provide for an adequate supply of commercial and industrial 
land to accommodate the types and amount of economic 
development and growth anticipated in the future.
Provide a range of site sizes and locations to accommodate the 
market needs of a variety of commercial and industrial 
employment uses.
