1. A picture has been attached showing the trench for the sanitary sewer
installation through the SW Arrow Street right-of-way in the location of
this project.

2. Bid item# 12 “Pavement Overlay Fabric” is by the foot. Please see sheet
2A and 2B-6 of the bid plans for location and usage.

3. Section 00180.50(h) has the completion date for the project as August 1,
2025. This section is hereby modified to allow for street light pole
installation later than the August 1 date in case of material shipping
delays.

4. Bid Schedule Bid Item #18 (Concrete Manholes, Standard) has been
modified to have a bid quantity of 2 Each. A new Bid Schedule is hereby
attached to this addendum. Contractors shall use new bid schedule when
providing bid.

5. Street signage will be performed by the City of Sherwood including the
relocation of sign 5 on sheet SS-7.

6. Base rock beneath sidewalks and sidewalk ramps shall be of 4” of
thickness. Revised details RD-26, RD-42, RD-43 and RD-44 have been
included.

7. Bid Schedule Bid Item #10 (Subgrade Stabilization) is a speculative
quantity and can only be used when authorized by the City Project
Manager due to poor subgrade soils. The quantity of this bid item has
been modified to 130 cubic yards. A new Bid Schedule is hereby attached
to this addendum. Contractors shall use new bid schedule when providing
bid.
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This ADDENDUM shall be signed and attached to the Bidder’s Proposal and shall
subsequently become part of the Contract Documents.
